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2013 GCMS Elementary School ISAT Data Analysis

General Data:

1. The attendance rate decreased by .5% to 95.8%.  
2. The mobility rate showed a decrease of 1.2% for a total of 9.9%. 
3. The truancy rate increased to 2.9% from zero in 2012. 
4. The student enrollment decreased by six students to 492.
5. The low-income percentage was 45.9%, which is an increase of 7.1%.
6. The “Students with Disabilities” population decreased .7% to 12.6%.
7. The parent contact rate rose .4% for a total of 100%.  
The 2013 ISATS contained 20% Common Core Questions.  Also, new cut scores were determined that had higher rigor.  Both factors led to a decrease in scores.

Math Data:

1. The ISAT 3rd grade “Meets and Exceeds” score decreased 43.9% for a total of 56.1%.  The fourth grade scores decreased by 38.6% for a total of 58.2%.  The 5th grade scores total 66.3%, which was a 32.6% drop. 
2. The 2013 math IEP scores report for grades 3, 4, and 5 showed that the subgroup sizes were too small to report.
3. The low-income subgroup score for the 3rd grade dropped 50%, for a total of 50%.  The fourth grade score was also 50%, for a loss of 47.5%.  Finally, the fifth grade low-income subgroup decreased 43.7% for a total score of 52.3%. 
4. The GCMS Elementary School math score overall dropped 37.4%, to a score of 60.9%.   There was no IEP subgroup reported.  The Low Income subgroup had a score of 51.5%, which was a decrease of 46.1%. 
Reading Data:

1. The ISAT “Meets and Exceeds” scores for the 3rd grade decreased by 16.8% for a total of 69.7%.  The 4th grade score decreased to 60.8%, with a drop of 24.3%.  Finally, the 5th grade score showed a decrease of 29.1% for a total of 63%.
2. The IEP subgroup enrollment at grades 3, 4, and 5 were too small to report. 
3. The scores for the low-income subgroup at the 3rd grade dropped 17.9% to 67.8%.   The 4th grade saw a decrease of 37.8% for a total of 47.2%.  Lastly, the 5th grade total was 52.4%, down 21.6% from the 2012 scores. 
4. Overall, the GCMS Elementary School reading score was 64%, which was a reduction of 24.4% from the 2012, due to a change in cut scores and the addition of Common Core questions. No IEP subgroup information was available, due to the small number of students in that subgroup.  The Low Income subgroup dropped 28% for a total of 54.6%.
The GCMS Elementary School will continue aligning math and reading lesson plans to Common Core, working to articulate the standards both within and across grade levels in order to improve student achievement.
