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2013 GCMS Middle School ISAT Data Analysis

General Data:

1. The attendance rate decreased by .3% from 2012 to 95.7%

2. The mobility rate is 6.0%.  It decreased by 1.7% from 2012. 

3. The truancy rate was 0% for the fifth year in a row.

4. The student enrollment increased by 11 students to 270. 

5. The low-income rate is 37.8% for 2013.  This is an increase of 4.6%. 

6. The “Students with Disabilities” increased by .6% to 14.1%

7. The parent involvement rate was at 100%.  This rate has been consistent for the past five years.  

The 2013 ISATS contained 20% Common Core questions.  Also, new cut scores were determined.  Both factors led to a decrease in scores.  
Math Data:

1. The ISAT 6th grade “Meets and Exceeds” score decreased by 8.8% to 86.2%.  The 7th grade ISAT scores decreased by 15.1% for a rate of 79.3%.  The 8th grade scores decreased by 29.9% for a rate of 66.3%.
2. The 6th grade had no IEP subgroup score to report.  The 7th grade score decreased by 31.4% for a new score of 45.5%.  The 8th grade IEP subgroup earned a score of 28.5%, with no 2012 subgroup with which to form a comparison.  
3. The low-income subgroup score for the 6th grade decreased by 19.20% to 76.6%.  The seventh grade decreased from 90.6% to 75.9%, for a total of 14.7%.  The low-income subgroup for the 8th grade also decreased by 35.1% for a total of 61.1%.
4. The GCMS Middle School Math score overall score decreased by 18% for a total of 77.7%.  The IEP subgroup was too small to report.  The low-income subgroup score was 21.6%, a decrease of 71.6%.
Reading Data:

1. The ISAT “Meets and Exceeds” scores for the 6th grade decreased by 17.8% for a total of 74.7%.  The 7th grade score decreased 17.3% for a score of 68.3%.  Finally, the 8th grade score decreased 31.1% to 66.3%.

2. The 6th grade IEP subgroup was too small to collect data.  At the seventh grade level, the total declined by 26.5 for a total of 27.3%.  The eighth grade score was 21.4%, with no 2012 score with which to form a comparison.  

3. The scores for the low-income subgroup at the 6th grade decreased their score by 25%, for a total of 66.6%.  The seventh grade decline in scores by 28.6% for a total of 62%.  Finally, the eighth grade reduced its score by 31.2% for a total of 61.1%

4. Overall, the GCMS Middle School reading score was 70.9%, with a Safe Harbor score of 75.9.  Neither scores made AYP.  The Economically Disadvantaged subgroup earned 64.8%.  The Safe Harbor scored of 68% qualified the subgroup to make AYP.  The Students with Disabilities students were not a large enough entity to qualify for a subgroup.
