"All language learners need to start in Stage One, which corresponds to Stages A-C of the performance descriptors.   ...the performance descriptors are arranged in stages rather than grade levels because language acquisition depends on several variables: a) time spent on task, b) age and marturity of the learner, c) prior knowledge and experience, d) class size, and e) length of language sequence available.

It is important to emphasize that all language learners, regardless of age or grade must begin at Stage One (of the Illinois Learning Standards for Foreign Language), which corresponds to stages A-C of the performance descriptors. A high school student cannot be expected to perform in the upper stages after two or three years of study."

ACHIEVEMENT

The ultimate goal for an foreign language course sequence is the practical use of the basic  language skills: understanding, speaking, reading, writing, and culture awareness in near authentic situations.  The students' degree of mastery of this ultimate goal is the main factor contributing to achievement in a foreign language.

The learner outcomes and objectives in this guide have been aligned to both the Illinois Learning Standards for Foreign Language and the accompanying Performance Descriptors.  They are also aligned with the National Foreign Language Standards developed by ACTFL.  These outcomes and objectives form the basis for assessing student progress in the attainment of the ultimate goal for a foreign language.

It is important to recognize and develop a discernable link between teaching and assessment. In linking assessments to classroom instruction, which in turn is linked to outcomes and objectives, and therefore to the Illinois Learning Standards and Performance Descriptors, teachers can readily see the degree to which students have accomplished objectives and can indicate their level of achievement or proficiency in the basic language skill areas.

Research studies have indicated that by studying another language, students may have an "edge" needed to succeed at higher levels in other subjects.   Thus, achievement in foreign language classes connects to achievement with other learning disciplines.

Strengths

1.
The department currently has access to supplementary resources that contribute to the 
acquisition of language skills.

2.
Class size generally permits the type of student participation and interaction vital to


success in a foreign language.

3.
Enrollments at levels 3 and 4 have increased since the last study.

4.
Students who continue to take Spanish after successfully completing the four-year 
course sequence at GCMS tend to continue to do well at the college level due to their 


background in high school.

5.
Administrative support has been high and has existed at all levels.

6.
There are ample opportunities for re-teaching / retesting / remediation both before and


after school. 

7.
The current practice of analyzing performance data from semester exams is beneficial.


This analysis allows not only the identification of individual student strengths and 
weaknesses, but also allows the teacher to evaluate instruction and to identify any areas 
of the curriculum that might need improvement.


Weaknesses

1.
Students need more incentive to use Spanish in the classroom.

2.
At times parental and student expectations regarding fluency are unrealistic.

3.
Assessments need to be refined.

4.
There is a need for further differentiation for both low and high ability students.

5.
The cultural and audio / visual / technology aspects of the current textbook are 


outdated. 

Recommendations

1.
Continue to add opportunities for oral expression with the classroom - ie: incentive


punch cards.

2.
Strive to educate both parents and students as to realistic fluency expectations.  
"Research indicates if it typically takes 720 hours of instruction under rather ideal


conditions of intensive study at the Foreign Service Institute for an adult with high 
aptitude to become proficient at the Superior level in a language, it is difficult to expect 
students in a four year high school program or a four semester college program 
sequence to reach the same level of competency after 200 or 300 hours." *  Classroom


experiences will never be comparable to a lifetimes of speaking a language.

3.
Continue to refine all assessments to include more performance assessments.

4.
Continue to offer differentiated assessments - ie:  A/B option vocabulary quizzes.

5.
The current textbook series is outdated in terms of vocabulary and culture. As funds 
become available, new materials need to be adopted / purchased. This is especially true 
since the current instructor with many years of experience will be retiring before the next 
curriculum study and many of the supplemental materials are his own personal copies.  
Text / reference materials / series should also be aligned with the ACTFL Standards, 
which will in all likelihood be the basis for any Common Core standards.   They should 
also graded as to difficulty and accurate in usage, vocabulary, and culture.   Therefore, 
we recommend the minimal purchase (1 digital TE / SE material set each for classroom 
use plus additional SE student materials copies for reference use in the library) of the 
following:

METHODOLOGY

There is not a single methodology endorsed by the teaching staff; multiple methodologies may be employed to deliver and practice course content.  Foreign language teachers should be able to call upon any number of methodologies and practices to teach vital concepts and can often employ ths variety of teaching methods within a single lesson or within a single class session. By doing so, the learning needs of more students will be met.   This does not mean, however, that there are not some cardinal guiding principles established to guide the instructor in constructing learning experiences.  These principles are as follows:


1.
The instructor should strive to provide multiple instances of comprehensible input 



within the class session.  Comprehensible input is using Spanish in (near) 


authentic contexts and may take the form of text material, classroom interaction, 


or technology (audio / visual).


2.
In a typical class period, the instructor should provide multiple opportunities to



practice skills being introduced in a lesson both orally in and writing.  Therefore, 


the instructional model becomes input / practice / apply.


3.
Classroom activities should actively involve students as much as possible and 


should employ a variety of groupings (whole class, small group, and individuals) 


as often as possible.


4.
Classroom activities should be designed to move in sequence from the more 


controlled exercise to more open-ended activities where students provide the 


form and the meaning.


5.
The end-product of tasks should be the practical use of language in authentic or



near authentic situations.


6.
Students should have the opportunity to master material through incremental 


presentations and through continual recycling.


7.
All basic language skills are given equal importance; each receiving individual 


attention, but constantly intermingled.   Grammar, although not an end in itself, is



an effective framework for communication and should not be ignored.

Strengths

1.
The department currently has access to supplementary resources such as Rosetta Stone and The Learnables that can be incorporated into lesson plans to provide additional comprehensible input.  Quia is also available for individual student practice at home.

2.
Since no single strategy is used to convey concepts, individual student needs can be 
considered.

3.
In the present methodology no one language skill is treated as being more important 
than the others.

4.
Technology is used to enhance instruction. Use examples are:  Internet, Power Point, 
Teacher Tube. Students have been able to submit some assignments on line, as well as 
use ToonDoo for creative projects.

5.
The current instructor keeps abreast of additional methodologies and best practices.

6.
More reading has been incorporated into classes by using both novels and non-fiction 
readings

Weaknesses

1.
Computer enhanced instruction is limited due to availability of mini - labs and 


computer carts.

2.
Technology resources for the current edition of the text series is limited and outdated, 


thus existing versions of resources are not always compatible with the school computer 
systems.

3.
Resources used to support other curricular areas, ie: math are somewhat limited.

Recommendations

1.
As funds are available, update text / technology adoptions (See Achievement).

2.
Explore ways to have more access to computer resources.

3.
Explore ways to link Spanish to other curricular areas.

MATERIALS, EQUIPMENT, AND FACILITIES

After the outcomes and objectives have been established, the text series should be seen as the servant of the curriculum. Fitting together outcomes and objectives and the text series advances the curriculum.

A text and its ancillary materials may be an important source of organized information and practice, but it should not be the sole source for materials. Supplementary materials, when carefully coordinated with the outcomes and objectives, can be used as to meet the needs of students as a group and as individuals.

Due to the fact the many different language skills are being developed, the instructor must use various resources (audio, visual, and technology) in class presentations.  The type of resource used  will, of course, vary depending on the concept or skill being developed.  It is necessary to have these resources readily available for the instructor to use as needed.

Additionally, instruction should be flexible enough to allow the teacher to go "beyond the textbook" and create learning experiences for the classroom.  Careful lesson planning in accordance to established standards and objectives will aid the teacher in creating any additional exercises.

Strengths

1.
The instructor has an extensive collection of supplementary materials which can be used 
to provide additional practice.

2.
An LCD projector is available in the classroom.

3.
Quia, an online resource, is available to all students for additional at-home practice.

Weaknesses

1.
Text materials are not up to date in terms of cultural offerings or technology.

2.
Computer labs are often unavailable for use during class time.

Recommendations

1.
As funds are available, update text / technology adoptions.  (See Achievement)

2.
Explore ways to have more access to computer resources.

COORDINATION

In order for a foreign language program to be successful, the instructor must carefully coordinate instruction with established objectives.  It is only then, that the instructor can have a clear picture of the scope and sequence for a course of study.   Therefore, this curriculum guide should be an integral part of the program and should be used to guide lesson planning and to design learning experiences.

Since the foreign language is spiral in nature, students must master certain objectives before they can master the next set of objectives.  This "building block" approach guarantees that students have a background in a certain concept before they begin the next concept.

Frequent recycling of material is vital to the success in a foreign language; what was taught yesterday will be important today and so on.  The scope and sequence allows the instructor to monitor the continual reentry of material.

Strengths

1.
There is a review of material from the previous level(s) in each successive level of 
instruction, making the transition from one level to the next easier.

2.
Foreign language outcomes and objectives have been coordinated to both the Illinois 
Learning Standards and to the national standards (ACTFL).

3.
Assessment data from semester exams allows for the evaluation and improvement in 
the articulation of the curriculum.

Weaknesses

1.
The current text series treats recycling in a haphazard manner.

2.
More emphasis needs to be placed on making connections with other disciplines.

Recommendations

1.
As funds are available, update text / technology adoptions.  (See Achievement)

2.
Explore ways to link Spanish to other curricular areas.
