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PHILOSOPHY

Man’s fundamental attitudes toward the world are fixed by the scope and qualities of the activities in which he partakes. Throughout history there has remained man’s need for emotional and aesthetic expression beyond the limits of physical and verbal exchange. Music provides a fundamental symbolic aesthetic language which transcends the boundaries of time and culture, for music is an art form through which man expresses himself physically, emotionally, intellectually, and aesthetically. Music is therefore a basic to a balanced and completed education; hence it must hold a prominent position in the hierarchy of the educational program. As a result of a quality musical qualities, the student will not only develop a more well-rounded character, but will also attain great success in other academic subjects. This could potentially lead to higher test results.

 
The music curriculum must provide the student with the fullest experiences in music as dictated by the nature of the art. There is no expedient access to musicianship, the student must become involved in the total musical experience: sensory elements, organizational principles and expression of ideas, production or performance of works, and the role of the arts in civilization. The curriculum must from its inception deal with these inherent elements of art, and be so formulated that the student discovers for him/herself the nature of interaction and relationship in the elements that bring meaning to music. A student of fine arts must learn to deal with ambiguity, to look at problems from multiple perspectives and to engage in speculative inquiry. The materials of instruction must be drawn from the total spectrum of the art and must address a twofold objective: to pass on and enrich our musical heritage and to emphasize the music of today. The strongest bond between the musical art and the student is sensitivity to both his/her heritage and to contemporary life.

PURPOSES:

The purposes of the music curriculum are:

1. To extend to all students an opportunity to participate in music, and to provide an opportunity for each student to discover and reach his/her fullest potential as a musician.  

2. To provide each student with an opportunity through music for aesthetic and emotional development, self-expression, and communication beyond reading, writing, listening and speaking.

3. To develop student ability in musical expressions and communication, and to create a growing love of and appreciation for good music.

4. To teach basic musical skills so they will become functional for the student, and to develop in him/her an awareness of the interrelationships of these skills.

5. To develop students’ knowledge and appreciation of multicultural music and traditions, by identifying significant works and how they reflect societies, cultures, and civilizations, both past and present.

6. To educate the student in the use and worth of music in home, church, and community and to encourage the student to utilize music as a means of recreation, as a vocation, or a hobby.

7. To provide the student with the ability to use music as a means of developing social relationships, desirable conduct, feelings of responsibility and group cooperation.

8. To provide opportunities for the student to discover and expand his own creative processes and responses, and to encourage him/her to respect the musical expression of others as well.

9. To utilize modern technology and media to increase students’ knowledge of, and how to create, music.

10. To increase students’ abilities of analytical and creative thinking through the music making process, in order to make them more successful students and performers in other academic subjects.

CURRICULUM

ANALYSIS
NEEDS:

The needs concerning the music curriculum are:

1. To align outcomes and objectives to state goals and academic standards.

2. To develop and utilize multi-dimensional assessments.

3. To include the applications of learning in the curricular structure—problem solving, communicating, using technology, working on teams, and making cross-curricular connections.  

4. To continue to update technology in the music classrooms, evaluate district equipment and facilities, and recommend improvements.

5. To investigate and explore scheduling conflicts and options.

6. Revise course descriptions to include information/procedures concerning students new to program.

7. To place a dedicated and consistent focus on scheduling of fine arts events.  

ACHIEVEMENT


The major factors contributing to achievement in music are as follows:  the recognition and acquaintance with a wide variety of music, the development of the ability to interpret music and the formation of judgments based on critical listening and analysis, the attainment of specialized competencies in music as displayed through performance (the ability to perform the standard literature of his/her instrument or voice and the ability to play and/or sing with a level of skill reflective of his/her experience), and the understanding of the role music has played in our cultural heritage, the role it continues to play and the transmission of this heritage to succeeding generations.  The learning outcomes and objectives, as outlines in this guide, are the basis for measurement of a student’s acquisition and subsequent application of the aforementioned factors.


Due to the aesthetic nature of this subject, the aforementioned factors are not all quantifiable; therefore, it is important to note that many aspects of these factors can only be measured through performance-based assessments.  These assessments should occur frequently, both in class/rehearsal as well as during official performances.  Other aspects of the subject, however, are very quantifiable, such as music, theory, and history, and this knowledge should also be assessed with written examinations.  In order to have a quality music program, both types of assessments are needed. 


Students who achieve the district outcomes and objectives for music, will understand the sensory elements, organizational principles and ideas expressed in music; will, through creating and performing, understand how works of music are produced; and will understand the role of music in civilizations, past and present.


It should also be understood that although music is inherently enjoyable, the ultimate goal of this curriculum is to develop musical understanding; therefore, as in any other academic area, achievement is based on the attainment of specific knowledge and skills.  The value of achievement in music is reflected in the student’s ability to continue his/her musical training independently and to build a relationship with music that gives satisfaction and personal growth throughout life.  

STRENGTHS

1. The excellent ratings at instrumental and vocal ensemble and solo contests and the organizational contest are evidence of the students’ superior individual and collective achievement.

2. Awards (Arion, Sousa, etc.) are given in recognition of superior individual musical achievement.

3. Students are given the opportunity to participate in a variety of musical experiences.  (Chamber Choir, Sixth Grade Choir, Seventh and Eighth Grade Choir, Concert Choir, Pep Band, Variety Show, Jazz Band, Musical, Veterans’ Day Program, Elementary Christmas Concert, Marching Band, High School Symphonic Band, Seventh and Eighth Grade Concert Band, Sixth Grade Concert Band, and Fifth Grade Beginning Band.)

4. The adult groups (Band Boosters) are very supportive of the music curriculum.  Achievement is enhanced through their efforts, support, and concern.  This patronage encourages others to support this segment of the musical life on the community.

5. A commitment to music is part of this community’s heritage; thus, music education is considered a priority.  This commitment serves to enhance the value placed on musical achievement.

6. The scope of the music curriculum (K-12) is excellent.  The student is attaining general musical skills and knowledge; therefore, he/she has the foundation upon which to pursue advanced study if so desired.

7. The summer instrumental program (Grades 6-8) offers continuity to the curriculum thus enhancing achievement.  During the summer, high school students participate in the Community Band.  Adults from the area also participate in Community Band; therefore, a spectrum of ages has an opportunity for summer musical experiences and the sharing of expertise.

8. Music outcomes and objectives correlate well with the Illinois State Goals and Academic Standards.  As Common Core Standards are developed, music teachers will be vigilant in standards coverage there, as well.

9. GCMS Middle School and High School students continue to elect music.  The enrollments in music for the 2011-2012 school year are as follows:  sixth grade chorus- 13, seventh and eighth grade chorus- 38, high school chorus- 46, sixth grade band- 24, seventh and eighth grade band- 37, high school band- 69.

WEAKNESSES

1. The non-performing students at grades 7-12 have very limited exposure to music.

2. There is no adult support group for choral or general music, only for band.  

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Since some students’ last exposure to the music curriculum is sixth grade, all teachers must stress how music relates to and reinforces other learning areas.  This relationship can be enhanced by the integration of music into other curricula and/or the correlation of a unit of study in music with a unit of student in another discipline.  The music teachers will endeavor to become aware of opportunities for integration and correlation and will make teachers of other disciplines conscious of the potential for integration or correlation.  Music teachers and music students will be resource specialists for other curricular areas.  

2. Collaborate with parents and community members to create a group that 

            supports all the music programs.  One possible supporter might be the PTA.

METHODOLOGY

The music instructor must be free to use whatever approach he/she believes is most appropriate in his/her teaching situation, providing that it includes the experiences as outlined by the outcomes and objectives.  In almost all instances, the approach will be an eclectic one, for each instructor must seek to use the tactics or devices that best promote musical understanding in his/her students.  

GENERAL MUSIC PROGRAM


The underlying approach to learning in the general music curriculum is that of simulating personal intellectual involvement and critical thinking on the part of the students.  Concepts in music are derived as a result of the students’ direct experiences with music.  Concepts are developed through perceiving, understanding, reflecting, acting, and evaluating these direct experiences.  This procedure involves questioning by the instructor rather than telling.  Through consequent answers and discussion by the students with the teacher as a guide, insights, concepts, and understandings are developed.  


The foremost teaching strategy applied is:  Teach (offer various activities which aid students in developing sensitivity to the basic elements in music), Practice (exercise concept or skill to be developed), and Evaluate (assess periodically based upon objectives to be achieved).  The instructional content for this strategy is based upon the student learning objectives as derived from the series, with the addition of supplemental materials as needed to meet the objectives.  Intrinsic interest in the activity, performance in progress, and refined aesthetic sensitivities usually result from the use of this methodology.  

INSTRUMENTAL MUSIC PROGRAM


The foremost strategy used in the instrumental music program is Teach/Practice/ Perform/Evaluate.  Students practice what is learned during instruction, through either written homework or actual time spent playing through what was rehearsed.  Students are then evaluated periodically and given feedback on their performance including suggestions for improvement.  The main evaluation is the concert performance.  After the concert, there is time for reflection and feedback is given from the teacher to the students. The instrumental teacher should be able to provide correct examples of characteristic sounds on each instrument for the students whether it is live or through audio/visual recordings.  

Practice is part of the daily regimen and provides the student opportunity for skill maintenance and development.  Students are strongly encouraged to practice on their own time.  This is important in fulfilling the ultimate goal of becoming an independent musician.  Due to the personal nature of music instruction, each student is advanced at his/her own pace.  Although the ensemble uses the same basic materials, additional materials may be introduced to provide for individual differences in ability (i.e. modified parts made easier/harder, etc).  

Bands are performance oriented and as such performance becomes an important motivational tool.  Instrumental students require performance opportunities in both large and small ensemble situations.  Students are able to develop different skill sets based on the performance setting (e.g. solo, duet, small chamber group, large chamber group, jazz band, concert band, marching band).  These performance situations are included in the teaching and practice approaches in the classroom and are exercised in the numerous concerts and contests provided for the students.

With regards to graded assessment, net growth on an instrument is much more important than overall achievement level.  Students should be allowed to work within their ability level, but be encouraged to strive to reach the next level of proficiency.  Students are subject to evaluation any time they perform, whether it is during a rehearsal or in public at a performance/contest.  The judges’ comments received at competition represent one particular perception of the ensemble’s achievement.  The ultimate goal of instruction is for the student to attain the ability to teach him/herself.  

CHORAL MUSIC PROGRAM


The primary methodology incorporated in the choral program is Teach/Practice/ Perform/Evaluate.  Concepts, skills, and attitudes developed in the general music program are reinforced, matured, and refined.  This approach is emphasized in the large group rehearsal situation and also in private or individual vocal instruction before and after school.  The vocal teacher should be able to illustrate correct singing for the students whether it is live or through audio/visual recordings.  This approach is supplemented using other students, guest artists, or other instructors.  


Practice is part of the daily regimen and provides the student opportunity for definition and growth.  Students are encouraged to practice on their own time.  This is important in fulfilling the ultimate goal of becoming an independent musician.  


Choral organizations are performance oriented, thus, performance becomes an important motivational tool, which is used in rehearsal or practice as students “model” singing for each other.  Vocal students require performance opportunities in both large and small ensemble situations.  Many students desire the solo experience for their individual growth.  These performance situations are included in the teaching and practice approaches in the classroom and exercised most fully in the numerous concerts and contests provided for the students.  


Vocal students are evaluated primarily on vocal skills.  This is done by the classroom teacher on a daily basis and is supplemented with student evaluation, both of others and self.  Student evaluation is essential in fulfilling the goal of forming judgments based on critical listening and analysis.  It should be noted that students are subject to evaluation each time they perform, whether it is during a rehearsal or in public at a performance/contest.   While vocal skills are primarily evaluated, students are also graded on their knowledge of music theory.

STRENGTHS

1. In general music, instrumental, and vocal programs, the methodologies applied allow for the inclusion of supplemental materials. 

2. In general music, the series allows for flexibility in methodology while still providing continuity to the program by having a structured approach to the development of musical concepts.

3. The outcomes and objectives of the instrumental and vocal programs provide the opportunity for the inclusion of various approaches for instruction.  

4. The variety of methodologies utilized in the teaching of general music helps students develop sensitivity to all aspects of music: movement, rhythm instruments, creative dramatics, games, listening, and singing.  Emphasis is placed on enthusiastic participation and aesthetic response to music.  

5. The inclusion of instrumental lessons in the regular schedule allows for continuity in the methodology presented to all students.  

6. Instrumental and vocal students have the opportunity for varied instrumental and choral experiences.  These experiences include Symphonic Band, marching band, pep band, HS jazz band, 7/8 Concert Band, 6th grade Cadet Band, 5th grade beginning band, Concert Choir, Chamber Choir, 7/8 grade choir, 6th grade choir, musical, solos, and chamber groups.

7. The inclusion of private instrumental or vocal lessons before or after school allows for individual growth and reinforcement of methodology.  

8. The range of vocal, instrumental, and choral repertoire is extensive and includes music representative of numerous periods and styles. 

9. Performance opportunities for instrumental and choral groups and individuals are numerous.  

10. Objective evaluation of performing groups and individuals is provided through contests under the support of IESA and IHSA.

WEAKNESSES

1. The methodologies utilized in vocal/instrumental are not placing sufficient emphasis on the State Applications of Learning (solving problems, communicating, using technology, working in teams, and making academic connections at the middle and high school levels.  

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. The music teachers plan to make a conscious effort to include cross-curricular  

      curriculum such as social studies into their program.
Materials, Equipment, and Facilities

Ultimately, the quality of an instructional music program is determined by what actually takes place between the student and the teacher and between the student and his/her learning environment.  Yet an adequate staff and satisfactory materials, equipment, and facilities so increase the likelihood of excellence, that the establishment of standards for materials, equipment, and facilities becomes a necessary and proper function within a quality music program.  

It is expected that the school district will provide the materials and equipment required to achieve the objectives of its music program, and that these materials and equipment will be of good quality.  It is also expected that an adequate budget will provide for the maintenance, repair, and eventual replacement of materials and equipment.  

The physical facilities required for an instructional program are determined by the nature and scope of the curriculum, which in turn, is based upon the philosophical foundations underlying the program.  Each school should contain facilities designed expressly for musical instruction and, when possible, have separate facilities for band, choir, and elementary music.  It is important that the music staff be involved from the early stages in the planning of any new music facilities.  


GENERAL MUSIC


The textbook series serves as the foundation for the general music curriculum.  The series not only provides the guidelines for teacher-written specific objectives, but must also provide the flexibility to meet students’ needs and make provisions for the incorporation of various methodologies.  If general music education is to be effective, regularly allotted instructional time and high quality materials, equipment, and facilities must be provided.  A CD player/stereo, CDs, books, piano, projector, and supplementary instruments (rhythm sticks, maracas, tambourines, etc) are essential.  The school library should include books on music and composers, as well as, adequate resource information about ethnic groups and other cultures.  The library should also house movies, recordings, and other resource materials for music instruction.  

INSTRUMENTAL MUSIC


In both 5th and 6th grade instrumental music curriculum, the Essential Elements 2000 method series serves as the foundation for instruction.  A large percentage of class time is spent building the fundamentals of instrumental playing through the use of this method book.  In the 7th/8th grade instrumental curriculum, the building of fundamentals is continued through the use of the Essential Elements 2000 book though the other half of the class period is spent learning concert band literature.  The HS band spends a portion of the class period reviewing fundamental skills, but spends a much larger portion rehearsing concert band literature.  The core of the program is concert and solo literature.  This literature changes from semester to semester dependent upon student abilities, thus supplemental materials are of extreme importance to the program.  


As of the 2011-2012 school year, the 5th grade band rehearses in the music room at the elementary.  Previously, the 5th grade band met in the HS band room.  The new facility has sufficient space for 60 5th graders; however, they are currently using temporary lightweight music stands that are not meant for daily use.  There is also a lack of percussion instruments.  At minimum, a 5th grade band facility needs a couple of snare drums, a bass drum, and a mallet instrument such as a xylophone.  


The 6th grade band and the 7th/8th grade band rehearse in the middle school’s music room, which is shared between the middle school bands and choirs.  The facility has sufficient space for each ensemble (6th-35 students; 7th/8th-40 students), however much of the percussion equipment is in need of replacement.  The set of timpani uses out-of-date tuning technology that makes it difficult to accurately tune the drums.  The bass drum, as well as most of the snare drums, need their heads replaced.  Additionally, a scheduling conflict at the middle school forces students to choose between a study hall and band, and even then band only meets 2 or 3 times a week.  Meeting every other day is detrimental to the students’ progress.  It is essential that the district move towards finding a schedule that allows band to meet 5 days a week.  


The high school band rehearses 5 days a week in the HS music room, which is shared with the high school choirs.  With the 2011-2012 enrollment of 70 students, the high school band room is very confining.  The space is inadequate to accommodate that many band students each with an instrument and music stand.  Cramming that many band students into the room forces students to learn bad habits such as improper instrument position and poor posture.  These bad habits limit the students’ potential and prevent them from making the best music of which they are capable.  One option is to rehearse the band in a different room.  As of 2012, no such room exists that is capable of meeting the needs of the band and such a room would need to be built (i.e. an auditorium connected to the school).  Another option is to split the band into two.  Currently, the high school band contains grades 9-12.  Teaching music to this large of range of students is similar to teaching math in one classroom with grades 9-12.  By splitting the band, each group of students could work on literature appropriate to their ability level. This would allow for an even higher level of teaching tailored to the needs of the students.  

CHORAL MUSIC


The Middle School Choirs (6th grade, combined 7th & 8th) currently have an appropriate budget for the amount of students enrolled, although if it gets much larger, the budget will need to be increased in order to purchase music for each student.  The rehearsal facility is sufficiently large enough, although the choir would benefit from having a space separate from the band if the schedule were ever to allow band and choir happening during the same class periods.


The High School Choir budget is appropriate for the amount of music ordered, contest entrance fees, and piano tunings and repair.  It is very important to have enough funds to order enough pieces of music for each student enrolled in the class- often they do written work in these pieces and turn them in as homework, so the concept of sharing music is not appropriate in this case.  Currently, the sizes of the choir and budget have been able to keep up with these needs.  The choir facility is a proper size for the students enrolled.  The piano in the high school could stand to be replaced, however.  A donation was made to the choral program a year ago to begin a new piano fund, and it would be beneficial if the district could help to add to this fund to purchase a new piano within the next few years.   If this were done, the current piano could be used in a practice room for sectionals, giving us more of an opportunity to utilize our rehearsal space and time.


STRENGTHS

1. Supplemental materials are being used extensively to enhance the general music, instrumental, and choral programs.  

2. The elementary school library is being used as a source for general music supplementary materials.

3. The adult groups (Band Boosters, PTA, & Women’s Club) have been very supportive of the curriculum.  These groups have made numerous purchases for the general music, instrumental and choral departments.

4. When appropriate, robes and uniforms are provided and kept current.

5. A fairly extensive library of choral and instrumental solo and ensemble music is provided.

6. Instruments are provided and as funds become available inventories are continuously updated.  

7. Technology is being utilized in the music curriculum.  

WEAKNESSES

1. The high school instrumental and choral departments have inadequate storage space.  

2. The high school instrumental rehearsal space is not large enough for the current enrollment of 70 band students.  

3. The high school instrumental rehearsal space does not have proper acoustical treatments.

4. The present instrumental budget is adequate for one semester only.
5. The piano at the high school needs to be replaced in the next few years.
RECOMMENDATIONS

1. The committee recommends the instrumental and choral programs have their own separate rehearsal rooms.  As of 2011, an auditorium fund has been started to assist in the construction of an auditorium, as well as additional rehearsal space and storage.  

2. In music more than any other discipline, acoustics are directly related to the final product or goal of the curriculum: performance.  The acoustics of the high school instrumental facility could be greatly enhanced with the addition of acoustical wall panel treatments.  

3. When planning the district budget, the committee recommends the instrumental music budget be increased to cover expenditures for both semesters.  

4. The committee recommends investigating the feasibility of establishing a computer station in the high school music department.  Based upon the findings of this investigation, the department may recommend the purchase of hardware and software. 
COORDINATION


An intricate relationship exists among the affective, cognitive, and psychomotor development of human beings.  Through music, all three domains interact effectively.  In order to achieve this interaction, the comprehensive music program must provide coordinated experiences, which cluster under three functions—creating and performing music, understanding the principles and ideas of music, and understanding the role of music in history, society, and everyday life.  To ensure that the objectives, which are the bases for coordination, encompass the three domains, and that competencies are achieved in each of the functions, the music curriculum is segmented into the following areas of emphasis:  performing, creating, reading and notating, listening, evaluating, and connecting.  These strands do not exist alone, but must be brought together through organized music experiences.  Many of the experiences included under the rubric of general music also serve as bases to the instrumental and choral programs, and many of the experiences typical of the instruments and choral programs are also included in general music.  

GENERAL MUSIC PROGRAM


The coordination of the general music curriculum is dependent upon the accomplishment of the teacher written outcomes and objectives for the strands provide for gradual consistent progress.  Each grade level’s scope and sequence is complete in itself, but is still an important structural segment of the total scope and sequence of the music curriculum.

INSTRUMENTAL MUSIC PROGRAM


The coordination of the instrumental music program is dependent upon the student’s fulfillment of the specific learning objectives as listed under the six major areas—based upon the Essential Elements 2000 series and other complementary class method series, supplemental materials, and the amount of time allotted for band rehearsals and lessons.  The coordination of the objectives includes an overall view of the progression through the strands.  The main determinant, of student progressions within this articulated scope and sequence, is the amount of time he/she devotes to practice.  

CHORAL MUSIC PROGRAM

The coordination of the music program is dependent upon the student’s fulfillment of the teacher written choral objectives as listed under the six major areas.  Spiral approach methodology is applied in the vocal area.  Coordination of objectives is enhanced with students being taught by the same instructor throughout a period of seven years.

STRENGTHS

1. The Making Music series provides the foundation for coordination of the general 

      music curriculum.

2. The music staff collaborates for the development of a well-defined articulated curriculum grades K-12.

3. The Essential Elements 2000 series in conjunction with other selected series provides the foundation for coordination of objectives in the instrumental program.

4. The utilization of supplemental materials in the instrumental program also enhances coordination of the objectives.

5. Having one instructor responsible for setting goals for the entire instrumental program and another responsible for the vocal program augments the coordination within each program.

6. One instructor teaching throughout a span of seven and eight grade levels respectively enhances coordination of the choral program and the instrumental program.

7. Students are aware of the many facetted nature of music- emphasis is not exclusively on performance, but is also on intellectual, aesthetic, and emotional content.  

8. Each grade of general music reinforces earlier learning and forms the basis of mastery in succeeding choral and instrumental experiences.

9. The various and numerous extra-curricular musical activities provide coordinated experiences, which enhance the curriculum.

WEAKNESSES

1. Music teachers and teachers of other disciplines are not always conscious of the potential for integration and correlation.

2. At the middle school level, band and chorus are offered during the period that students are offered their only study hall.  Due to this conflict, fewer students choose to continue in music classes in middle school.  Failure to participate in middle school also decreases the chance that they will participate in high school, where schedule conflicts occur frequently, as well.  These students who do not participate have limited exposure to the fine arts and are less likely to attain the Illinois Academic Goals and Standards for Fine Arts.

3. Music teachers don’t have enough opportunity to communicate about program articulation.  Each program could benefit from this additional communication.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. In an effort to integrate and correlate curricula, the committee again endorses Recommendation #1, Achievement Section.

2.    The schedule at the middle school level needs to be evaluated to see if there is a 

       way that students could have increased opportunities to participate in fine arts 

       while still having an opportunity to have a study hall in their schedule.

3.   Music teachers should meet once or twice a year to discuss how they could assist 

      each other with their building level programs and curriculum.
