TEXTBOOK SELECTION AND ADOPTION PROCEDURES

I.
Objective and Philosophy Of Selection Of Textbooks


Textbooks are physical entities, representational in nature, used to facilitate the learning process.  Textbooks implement, enrich, and support the curriculum of the school district.  To this end, a wide range of textbooks with diversity of appeal and points of view will be provided.


The Board of Education and professional staff of Gibson City-Melvin-Sibley Community Unit School District #5 subscribe to the following objectives for textbook selection.

A.
To provide a comprehensive collection of textbooks which will implement, enrich, support, and extend the curriculum; and encompass the varied interests, abilities, socio-economic backgrounds, and maturity levels of students.

B.
To provide textbooks which will stimulate growth in areas of factual knowledge, critical thinking, literacy appreciation, and aesthetic values.

C.
To provide textbooks representative of the contributions of all people, regardless of age, sex, religion, ethnic or cultural origin.

D.
To provide coordination of textbooks between and within the elementary school, middle school, and senior high school (based upon the scope and sequence of mastery objectives).

E.
To provide textbooks which contain a background of information which will enable students to make intelligent judgments in their daily lives.

F.
To provide textbooks which provide information on opposing sides of controversial issues; thus, enabling students to develop, under guidance, critical analysis of media.

G.
To place principle above opinion and reason above prejudice in the selection of textbooks for all students.

H.
To involve teachers and administrators in the development of criteria for selection of textbooks.

II.
Responsibility for the Selection of Textbooks

A.
The Gibson City-Melvin-Sibley Community Unit School District #5 Board of Education is legally responsible for all matters relating to the operation of the Gibson City-Melvin-Sibley Schools.

B.
The responsibility for the selection of textbooks is delegated to the professional staff employed by the school district.  Final adoption of staff selected textbooks is contingent upon Board of Education approval.
