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 Social Studies Philosophy

Social science is the study of social beings, both past and present, their interactions and relationships in their physical, social, and cultural environments.  The study draws its substance from the disciplines of economics, geography, history, political science and law, sociology, and psychology.  Social science instruction provides the student with the knowledge, skills, attitudes, and values necessary to understand his/her heritage, to develop a multicultural perspective, and to effectively participate in a global society characterized by constant change.  The primary purpose of studying social science is to help the student to develop the ability to make informed and reasoned decisions as a citizen and community member.  A citizen, through his/her participation, will protect and maintain our democratic society.  

Social Studies Curriculum Purposes

The purposes of the social science curriculum are:

1. To provide each student with the principles, skills, concepts, theories, and 

           
experiences needed to construct his/her knowledge of the basic content of 

           
the seven social science disciplines: anthropology, economics,   

           
geography, history, political science and law, sociology, and psychology.

2. To provide each student with the opportunities to apply his/her acquired 

           
knowledge of the seven social science disciplines; so that, he/she may 

           
effectively participate in a changing, pluralistic, and interdependent global 

          
society.

3. To provide each student with the knowledge, experience, and motivational 

           
methodologies that will develop a lifelong appreciation for, interest in, and 

           
commitment to his/her heritage.

4. To provide each student with the knowledge, skills, and values needed to 

           
participate as a responsible citizen in a democratic society- with the 

           
obligation to criticize as well as agree.

5. To provide each student with the basic techniques associated with the 

           
modes of inquiry and analysis as applied to the disciplines of social 

           
science; so that, he/she may develop logical, critical, and creative thinking 

           
skills and apply these skills to decision making in life situations.

6. To provide each student with the opportunity to understand the realities of 

           
one’s personal, local, national, and global social structure- its issues, 

           
relationships, similarities, differences, strengths, weaknesses, and 

           
potential.

7. To provide each student with the understanding of the intra-and inter-

           
relationships between the disciplines of social science and the physical, 

           
social, and cultural environments.

8. To provide each student with a knowledge of the basic concepts of social 

 
science and how these help to interpret human behavior.

9. To provide each student with the understanding that individual decisions 

           
and actions affect the way people, groups, and notions associate with each 

           
other.  To encourage each student to then look at the “sociological 

           
perspective,” in order to see issues from other’s point of view.  

10. To provide students with the challenge to investigate similarities between 

           
past and present events in order to link prior knowledge to current events. 

11. To provide experiences of connections to other subjects by “reading across 

 
the curriculum.”

The needs concerning the GCMS Social Science Curriculum are as follows:

1.  To align outcomes and objectives to Illinois State Goals and Academic Standards, 

     being cognizant of the Illinois Content Category Table that reflects the primary 

     areas of focus.

2. To update textbooks at grade and course levels when financially possible.

3.  To include applications of learning in the curricular structure- incorporating    

     technology, collaboration with other students and faculty members, and making 

     additional curriculum connections, including but not limited to reading across 

     the curriculum.

4.  To investigate possible course proposals and revisions on a yearly basis. This 

      would include important areas of focus, such as geography

5.  To provide greater opportunities for multicultural study.

6.  To broaden of the scope and sequence of grade and course level curricula to 

      include all social science disciplines while making sure that topics are covered in 

      depth, and including both critical and higher level thinking skills.

7.  To assure that the social science assessments reflect the required objectives at 

     each grade level or course.

8. To incorporate the use of community resources to assist in the education of our                                               students though fieldtrips and speakers.  

Achievement


The major factors contributing to social science achievement are as follows: the comprehending of the factual knowledge of the disciplines that is needed for developing concepts and relationships; the learning of central concepts and relationships that are appropriate to grade level and ability; and the applying of this knowledge and these concepts to decision making in life situations through critical thinking, valuing, and participating.  The criteria for the attainment of these major factors in presented in the specific levels of achievement that are listed for each grade and subject level in the Outcomes and Objectives section of this guide.  Assessments are criterion-referenced to these outcomes, which are matched to the Illinois State Standards.


Students who achieve the district outcomes and objectives for social science, will have a broad understanding of political and economic systems; will understand events, trends, notable people and movements in state, national, and world history, will know the United States and world geography; and will grasp how the concepts of social science can help interpret human actions.


The consummate value of achievement in social science is reflected in the student’s effective participation as a citizen in a global society.  A society in which he/she must be able to contemplate historical perspective, examine issues critically, process data, make decisions, and consider future expectations. 

Strengths

1. Students succeed at high levels on both the 8th and 12th grade required U.S. and Illinois constitution tests.

2. Our staff is well trained in the area of social science, and works to fulfill the articulated scope and sequence.
3. Social studies objectives have been aligned with the state standards, also focusing on the importance and priority of the objectives in the social science content category table.
4. Teachers provide consistent evaluation and interpretation of student progress aligned to State Goals and Standards.
5. Edline offers both student and parent achievement information on a daily basis.
Weaknesses

1. While the social science objectives are matched to the Illinois State Goals and  

     Standards, no state assessments are currently done in this area in order to indicate   

     our achievement as compared to state results. 
2. Additional time needs to be devoted to the area of geography in order for the 

     students to be prepared for the high school rigors.

3. Social studies teaching time has been reduced at the elementary school, due to the 

      necessary RtI focus.
4. With no assessment reporting procedure in place at grades K-2, students entering 

      grade 3 may be challenged when they are confronted with testing in this area for 

      the first time.

5. Though the seventh grade teachers work together to develop and deliver the same lesson plans in the area of social studies, it is a challenge to keep the seventh grade social studies program cohesive with more than one teacher teaching the classes.

6. The social science curriculum is lacking in a multicultural conception of the United States.
Recommendations

1.   Research the possibility of replacing a mini class at the middle school level with a 

       Geography class.   

2. Research the possibility of having a full time social studies teacher at the seventh 

      grade level by doing schedule adjustments, as opposed to hiring new staff.

2. Concerning the need for additional multicultural focus, teachers could easily 

incorporate this into many lesson plan objectives.  

3. Since social studies is not assessed by the state, teachers must be vigilant in 

      checking student achievement.  

Methodology


The methodology applied in social science teaching, although varying among staff members, tends to focus on four strategies: large group discussion, small group interaction, lecture, and problem solving activities.  The methodology utilized is dependent upon the topic of discussion.  Teachers when deciding upon methodology must remember that the study of social science includes facts and concepts; however, these are not ends in themselves, but should be used in communicating, critical thinking, problem solving, and decision-making.  Students should also experience numerous critical thinking activities, which require them to utilize higher level thinking skills.  Teachers endeavor to apply the methodology that best conveys to the students this concept- this includes the use of field trips, simulations, inquiry-discovery techniques, research methods, team teaching, group projects, role-playing, debates, and technology.  The effectiveness of the methodology applied is conveyed through the following assessment processes:  class participation, teacher-made tests, recitation, worksheets, oral reports, homework, and research papers and projects.

Strengths

1. Social science teachers use various modes of instruction and a variety of activities to accommodate the different learning styles of students.

2. The staff incorporates the use of supplementary materials in their teaching strategies. 

3. Though out the scope and sequence of the social science curriculum, the students are exposed to a variety of methodologies.

4. For some units at the various grade levels from K-12, the disciplines of social science and language arts are incorporated through the use of interdisciplinary units.

5. The method of activity utilized at grade/subject levels reinforces or expands previous learning, which assists in the articulation of the social studies scope and sequence.

6. The increased use of technological methodology has enhanced the student engagement in the social science learning areas.  

7. The high school works to include reading comprehension within the social science curriculum.

8. United Streaming, YouTube, and other web-based supplements offer a teaching methodology that aligns with learning interests of the digital natives.  
Weaknesses 

1. The methodologies utilized have not placed sufficient emphasis on cross-cultural studies and activities.   

2. The time constraints for the subject of social studies at the elementary level has 

      been a challenge to be able to accomplish the grade level goals and objectives. 

3. Lack of cross-curricular coordination between the social studies and English department causes some of the same topics to be covered at two different points in the school year. 

Recommendations

1. In developing suggested activities and materials for each outcome, the committee members have been cognizant of the Illinois Learning Standards and have endeavored to include these in the methodology for each grade level.  The current textbooks have various components (videotapes, DVDs, and software), which allow students to gain knowledge of the past, information about today, and hypotheses regarding the future.  Teachers will also continue to incorporate technology through Internet exploration for possible social science activities.   

2. Strive to incorporate increased cross-cultural activities, achieved through various methodologies.

3. Work to align cross-curricular activities between social science and English in order to reinforce objectives at the high school level.

4. In an effort to address the elementary time constraints for social science education, objectives could be incorporated into the reading portion of the curriculum, which is currently taking place at the early grade levels.

Materials, Equipment, and Facilities

In social science, the textbook, and correlated to the outcomes and objectives is the foundation of instruction and learning and tends to serve as a guide to course organization.  Although the text is an important source of organize information, it is not the sole source, for materials, equipment, and facilities must be compatible with the needs and capabilities of individual students and with the particular learning task at hand.  Also, the knowledge and skills in the social science curriculum are too divers and too rapidly changing to allow textbooks to serve as the exclusive knowledge base in classrooms.  Today’s social science teachers have resources available to them that did not exist a decad ago.  Therefore, teachers must have access to those additional materials, equipment, and facilities deemed necessary by them to provide those learning experiences, as defined by their outcomes and objectives, which are appropriate for their students.  The primary resource (text) must provide the flexibility and opportunity for the use of supplementary materials and equipment deemed necessary by the teacher to accomplish his/her state outcomes and objectives.

Strengths
1. Supplementary materials and equipment are utilized to enhance social science instruction.

2. The ingenuity and creativity of teachers are evident in their use of supplementary materials.

3. Social science teachers encourage students to use available technology and library resources.

4. Technology is being incorporated into the social science curriculum, at some grade levels.  

5. Bulletin boards, centers, and displays, etc…reflect subject matter covered and create a social science environment in the classroom.

6. “Reading across the curriculum” in incorporated in the social science curricula.  
Weaknesses
1. Additional access to the internet/technology in the elementary building would 

      enable our students to enhance their understanding and learning of global 

      societies. 

2. Reading across the curriculum needs to be addressed at the high levels which 

      could include coordination between the disciplines, especially in the areas of 

      English and the social sciences. 

Recommendations
1. Incorporate a list of subject-specific website suggestions on the GCMS Homepage that would be valuable resources to social science teachers.

     2.  Increase communication at the secondary levels in order to improve reading across 

          the curriculum.

3. Continue to look for resources to enrich the student learning.

Coordination


In social science, if skills are taught in isolation, the resultant will be fragmentation and inefficient use of instructional time, therefore; teachers must bring skills together and direct them toward a common goal of thinking and reasoning.  To ensure this common goal, teacher written outcomes serve as the guide in the initial coordination of the social science curriculum.  A series (grades 2-5) and textbooks (grades 6-12), that best concur with these outcomes are adopted.  The coordination of the social science curriculum is then ultimately dependent upon the accomplishment of the teacher-written specific student objectives as derived from the adoptions, and aligned to the ISBE Goals and Standards.  The major areas of emphasis to which these objectives are targeted:

The inclusion of these areas in the curriculum [provides for the coverage of the major social science disciplines- state, American and world history, political science and law, economics, geography, sociology, and psychology.  The coordination, as centered on these areas of emphasis, is consistent with the purposes of the social science curriculum and the Illinois State Goals and Standards for Social Science, and is reflected in the actual content, materials, and activities of the various grade/subject level programs.

Social science is a highly integrated set of disciplines.  Social science teachers strive to recognize and apply connections of important information and ideas within and among academic learning areas.  Students must grasp that the connection between the social science disciplines and their relations to other academic areas are the key to better understanding of how people and groups interact.
Strengths
1. The elementary teachers at each grade level work to communicate  

   
frequently concerning social studies curriculum pacing.

2. The social studies program provides experiences at each level in order to   

    
build a strong social science foundation in order to later enrich and extend  

   
 the learned material.

3. The scope and sequence of the social science curriculum includes 

knowledge, skills, and values; focuses on the past, present, and future; and 

    
includes individual, societal, and global aspects.
4. 
The social science outcomes and objectives coordinate well with the Illinois State Goals and Standards for Social Science.

5. 
High school social science elective courses provide an introductory 

overview of the individual disciplines.  The basic concepts and major issues of each disciplines are delineated.  In addition, these elective, provide an in-depth investigation of some aspects of the individual discipline.

 6. 
The addition of an AP History class to the high school course offerings 

     
gives the students another option to assist in college preparation.

 7. 
Understanding the importance of putting additional focus on nonfiction 

reading, many grade levels are currently working to incorporate nonfiction reading activities across the curriculum.  This added practice will be a benefit when students read and interpret social science material. 

          Weaknesses
1. While technology is a valued tool that would enhance a lesson, at some 

middle school grades it is difficult to schedule lab use for each social studies period, since the lab may be utilized for other classes during that hour, which would short that particular class section.

2. 
The middle and high school teachers are recognizing a large gap in 

   
knowledge in the area of geography.

           Recommendation
1. In order to address the need for additional geography knowledge and skills to be added to the curriculum we need to research the possibility of changing the fifth grade social studies curriculum to be based on world geography, since U.S. History is already being covered in Grades 7 and 8, as well as in some high school classes.

2. Continue to incorporate social science into other curriculum areas to 

   
encourage students to make academic connections.

3. While some grade levels have already begun to include more nonfiction 

   
reading and social studies concepts into the reading program, continue to   

   
expand this process. 

4. Continue to install classroom smart boards at the middle school level.  This 

   
may answer the problem of lab availability if the project can be done on the smart board instead.   
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
